the importance of a fresh catch, and their connection to the beloved film Forrest Gump. Later, 
we’ll learn about the Gullah culture, a colorful mix of languages, traditions, and foods from West 
African, Creole, Brazilian, and Jamaican heritage. Enjoy Gullah storytelling, the lost art of basket 
weaving, and a traditional Lowcountry Boil for dinner. B, D

DAY 7: MAGNOLIA PLANTATION AND GARDENS/FOND FAREWELL
