Other sites like the House of 
Mary and the Basilica of St. John add spiritual depth, while the Selçuk fortress reflects the region’s 
Byzantine and Ottoman past. Few Mediterranean ports offer such a rich combination of history, 
myth, and heritage in a single day.

DAY 12: ISTANBUL
Arriving in Istanbul by ship offers beautiful views of the Bosphorus and iconic landmarks like 
Hagia Sophia and Topkapı Palace. On land, explore the bustling art and café scene in Beyoğlu, the 
historic character of Zeyrek, and Sultanahmet’s grand mosques and palaces. Scratch the surface 
of this beautiful landscape to absorb Istanbul’s intricate legacy, thriving neighborhoods, and the 
unique blend of cultures spanning continents.
